E-mail Etiquette

E-mail is no longer a ewOform of communication. Many use this form of
communication in a highly informal manner. The first rule of thumb is think
before you write. Just because you can send information faster than ever,
does not mean that you should click the GendObutton as quickly as possible.
Keep your messages concise. The screen only shows about one half of a
hard-copy page. Save longer messages and formal reports for regular or
overnight mail. However, do not send text so brief that the reader has no idea
what you@e talking about.

DON®O TYPE IN ALL CAPS! It may appear that you are yelling.
Additionally, do not type in all lower case. Know that professional
communication must be professional and if you violate the rules of grammar
and usage, you make it difficult for the reader to interpret your message.

The subject line is important. Use it to get the reader® attention.
Replace vague lines (My Resume or Publishing Job) with clear statements.

Proofread your document. Use a spell and grammar checker. You do
not want to damage your credibility with a misspelled word.
